- Min. 1 of 2 scheduled WE game catched by trained player 

 

Foreign players 
- Non-EU nationals 
- Max. 3 foreign players in lineup at anytime 

- Exception: special request to KBBSF Board (before licence request!) with 
sufficient elements indicating baseball is not the player’s main reason of stay 
in EU.

Players may register to play for multiple clubs, but only in different age categories (ex. 
Juniors/Seniors). 

 

Coaches: 

 
In 1BB, 1SD, 1SH and assimilated, min. 1 coach mandatory on lineup and present at

Attendance to Umpire-Coach meeting in the off/pre-season mandatory to receive 
Coaching licence.
